A. Minutes from the General Assembly on November 26th 2004 
 

Members present: 
20 members were present at the beginning of the General Assembly. 
 

Annual report: 
The Annual report was unanimously approved. 
 

Finances: 
The accounts showed a profit of 9892,82 NOK. The financial situation of the NSI is sound. 
The accounts were unanimously approved. The Statutory Accounts for 2004 are enclosed.

Membership fees were unanimously approved.



Educational officer: 
The SSI board has advised that all national societies should assign a specified person to 
handle matters relating to courses and small educational seminars held within Scandinavia. 
The purpose is to improve the flow of information to the members, so that they are made 
aware of potentially interesting immunology courses held nationally or in another 
Scandinavian country. It was mentioned at last years AGM that the Secretary could play a 
role in this sort of function. Also, everytime an interesting immunological course is being held 
information about this should be sent the other Scandinavian societies. 
 

B. Norwegian Society for Immunology and Transfusion Medicine 
(NFIT) – Collaboration 
NSI and NFIT organized their annual meetings on consecutive days for 2003. The intention 
was that members of both societies, who are situated outside Oslo, would have the 
opportunity to attend both meetings more easily. This was not reflected in the number of 
members attending the Annual General Meeting. No contact between the two societies were 
made this year. 
 
C. Other issues: 
 
Regarding SSI  meetings: In order to increase participation from the Scandinavian 
societies, merging the SSI annual meetings with the European meetings were put forward as a 
suggestion. 
 
Regarding NSI  meetings: Several suggestions were made regarding the NSI meetings. 
Members wanted to have meetings with a mini-symposium structure instead of single 
lectures. Also, it was suggested that whole groups in the immunology field should be asked to 
hold entire meetings, presenting the lab and results from their work. This was put forward also  
as a suggestion so that PhD students could train themselves in presenting their work. 
Also, relating to the IMMI club arranged at the Institute of Immunology, Rikshospitalet, 
members suggested that maybe NSI meetings and IMMI club could be merged. The Board 
will contact the relevant person(s) regarding this. 
 
Regarding information sent to members via email: The Board has been made aware 
that members do not receive emails sent by the Secretary. This might be due to spam-filters 
on servers or that the NSI’s email listings are incomplete. Therefore, members that have not 
received any emails in 2004 are urged to send an email to the Secretary. Also, the Secretary 
will talk to the relevant IT-departments regarding work-arounds relating to spam-filters.
